Born and raised in Rome, Amedeo Spagnoletto is the Director of the National Museum of Italian Judaism and the
Shoah-MEIS in Ferrara. He received his ordination from the Italian capital’s Rabbinical School and studied to become a
sofer at the Tzemach Tzedek Institute in Jerusalem (the sofer is a ritual scribe who can transcribe and restore the Torah
scrolls and other religious writings). He also studied at the School of Library Science of the Vatican Library. He was the
Chief Rabbi of the Jewish Community of Florence and a permanent consultant of Green Collection that includes the
world biggest collection of Sifre Torah.List of selected publications: "Houses of life.

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RESUMO

Like many other cities and towns in western Ukraine,
Drohobych preserves traces of its nearly 900-year
history. These include the Church of St. Bartholomew,
the old salt works, and the wooden Church of St.
George. Like similar towns in the region, Drohobych
was an organism with three communities and three
cultures, Polish, Ukrainian, and Jewish, coexisting
within it. The cultural diversity of the town was com-
plemented by the arrival of German culture along
with the political dominance of the Austrian Empire.

Drohobych. Provincial metropolis. The provincial old
town underwent a dramatic transformation in the
second half of the 19th century due to the oil boom
that Halychyna was experiencing at the time. The capital
earned from oil production and refining was one of the
effects of the changes. Very often, Jewish entrepreneurs
became the actors of the new industrial-capitalist
development of the town, which, in turn, strongly influ-

enced its Jewish community, its culture, and its distinc-
tive identity. The processes taking place in Drohobych
have parallels with those in large cities — metropolitan
and cosmopolitan Odesa, London, and New York. The
Choral Synagogue is a material trace of the rapid devel-
opment of Drohobych in the 19th century.
Drohobych, the town of three artists. The multicultural
heritage of Drohobych is uniquely expressed in the
story of three world-famous artists who came from its
Jewish community, Maurycy Gottlieb (1856-1879),
Ephraim Moshe Lilien (1874-1925), and Bruno Schulz
(1892-1942). Each of them, while possessing certain
features of a Jewish national artist, was also, and some-
times to a greater extent, a creator of Polish or German
culture, and as a person had a complex identity that
was not limited to Jewishness alone.

Maksym Martyn, PhD in Jewish Studies, Head of the Judaica Department at the Lviv Museum of the History of Religion,
completed an internship at The Hebrew University of Jerusalem. He is an expert in Jewish epigraphy and paleography,
Karaite cultural and religious heritage, Jewish ritual silver, and synagogue art and architecture.

RESUMO

Interest in Luso Sephardic migration has grown steadily
since the Portuguese government announced routes
to citizenship for the descendants of those expelled
centuries ago. This presentation will share findings from
emergent research mapping histories of Jewish popula-
tions from Portugal throughout Europe, for example to
England and Italy, Bosnia and Turkey. It seeks to position
insights into cultural resilience of these Groups and the
diversity of migration histories which can be useful in
framing contemporary cultural changes in Europe. Part
of the Interreg JEWELS TOUR the presentation will
inform potential pilots or co-creation.

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RESUMO

The paper will address the experience of the Museum
"Jews in Latvia" in creating guided tours and educa-
tional programs in the urban development of Riga.
Although the city had as many as 45 thousand Jews
before WWII, there is only a limited amount of surviv-
ing Jewish-built heritage in Riga, so Museum devel-
oped an approach, based on storytelling, emphasiz-
ing Jewish history as a part of broader history of the
city, rather than something isolated.
